• New safer, cleaner housing needed for cat residents with the installation of a new cat condo unit 

• Improvements to the structural integrity of the room including a new ceiling, walls, doors and 

flooring 

• An improved overall environment with the addition of hand built cat-walks, climbing areas, 

scratching posts and seclusion/rest areas 

 
The changes made greatly improve the safety, health and welfare of the cats awaiting adoption at Atlanta 

Pet Rescue; reducing their stress, making them more relaxed and thereby more appealing to adopters. 

Overall, the cat room has been completely transformed into a clean, bright, healthy and safe haven for our 

feline residents.
